Specification
Instuctions for Use

The SPANANCHOR 20 is a PPE anchor, to be used by qualified fall protection
personnel only. It is to be anchored in accordance with the instructions provided in
concrete substrate only. Do not use in uncured/wet concrete. Do not use this anchor
in any other anchoring situation. Concrete substrate must have a compressive
strength of at least 20.7Mpa (3000PSI).

We recommend that users read the following documents to assist themselves:

BS 7883:2005 Code of practice for the design, selection, installation, use and
maintenance of anchor devices conforming to BSEN795.

BS 8437:2005 Code of practice for the selection, use and maintenance of personal
fall protection systems and equipment for use in the workplace.

The device is supplied in Europe by SpanSet Ltd, Telford Way, Middlewich, CW10
OHX. The units are fabricated in America.

INSTRUCTIONS FOR USE

1. Drill a 19mm (3/4 inch) diameter hole at least 75mm deep (3 inches).
2. Drill hole straight into substrate.

3. Blow the hole clean with compressed air.

4

. When using previously drilled holes, always inspect the condition of the hole
carefully.

5. The bored hole must be uniform in diameter and free from peaks or valleys on
the inner surface. Only use quality industrial grade rotary hammer drills and drill
bits.

6. Insert the anchor fully 75mm (3 inches) into the hole (Fig 1).
7. Set the anchor with a slight tug on the anchor loop.
NOTE: The STOP SLEEVE must always be partially inserted into the hole (Fig 2).

8. Inspect the anchor prior to use each time it is used. Any sign of damage must
render the anchor un-useable.

9. Remove the anchor after use and never leave inserted over night.
10. Never drill a hole closer than 155mm (6 inches) from any edge or corner®

* NOTES:

If a hole is to be drilled 155mm (6 inches) from an edge or corner the concrete
substrate must be 310mm (12 inches) thick and 310mm (12 inches) wide e.g. 12"
x 12" column.

If a hole is to be drilled 205mm (8 inches) from an edge or corner the concrete
substrate must be 255mm (10 inches) thick and 410mm (16 inches) wide. e.g.
10" x 16" column.

If a hole is to be drilled 255mm (10 inches) from an edge or corner the concrete
substrate must be 205mm (8 inches) thick and 510mm (20 inches) wide. e.g. 8" x
20" column.

If a hole is 310mm (12inches) or more from any edge or corner the substrate
must be 130mm ( 5 inches) thick.

REMOVAL OF THE ANCHOR

Using a suitable sized punch and hammer, strike the striker plate to drive the wedge back into the hole (Fig 3). It should only take
one or two strikes to release. Do not use excessive force as this may damage the striker plate or wires.

General Inspections and
Examination

GENERAL INSPECTION AND EXAMINATION
Keep these instructions or a copy with the SPANANCHOR SYSTEM to aid future inspection, and examination.

The equipment must be given a function, visual and tactile inspection when delivered to site/works, and before every use. Do
not hesitate to dispose of a product showing wear detrimental to the strength of the device.

SpanSet recommends recorded inspection by a competent person for periodic examination authorised by SpanSet every 6
months. The examination guidelines in these instructions must be adhered to. The law states that recorded inspection must take
place every 12 months.

Particular attention should be paid to the following:

Metal-ware
Inspect for signs of damage/distortion/corrosion/excessive wear, correct operation of Pull and spring, and function.

Cable
Inspect for signs of fraying and kinking.

All Personal Protective Equipment should be immediately removed from service after being subjected to any shock load, fall, or if
there is any doubt about its condition. The equipment shall not be used again until a competent person has confirmed in writing
that it is acceptable to do so.

1. WASH in clean water if dirty (Pull will be stiff/noisy if dirt is present). After washing, allow to dry in open air.
2. After drying, spray with a light lubricant or silicone spray to inhibit corrosion.
3. Pay attention to the legibility of product markings.
All equipment should be used, stored and transported in the following manner:
To prevent contact with sharp or abrasive objects.
Away from extreme heat.
Away from harmful substances (chemicals, acids, alkalis etc).
Kept in a cool, dry place free from direct sunlight, to avoid the degrading effects of ultra-violet light.
